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Agradecemos el informe de actividades de la Oficina del Alto Comisionado (OACNUDH) en
Guatemala, especialmente en un contexto de crisis de derechos humanos y del Estado de
Derecho, agravado por el debilitamiento y cooptacion de las instituciones publicas.

En Guatemala, hay una practica generalizada de criminalizacion y hostigamiento a personas
defensoras y operadoras de justicia independientes, muchas de ellas actualmente exiliadas
o en prision. De acuerdo con UDEFEGUA, el nUmero de agresiones en 2022 se elevo a mas
de dos mil casos, lo que representa el doble en comparacion con 2020y 2021; y cuatro veces
mas grande que en 2019." La falta de politicas publicas de proteccion a personas defensoras
y la emision de leyes restrictivas como el Decreto 4-2020, que regula las ONG, han propiciado
un ambiente hostil para la defensa de los derechos humanos.

Ademas, se ha registrado un uso excesivo y desproporcionado de la fuerza publica en
contextos de protestas pacificas y de desalojos forzosos, en ocasiones bajo estados de
excepcion; sin observar estandares internacionales.

Urge que este Consejo exhorte de forma colectiva a Guatemala a garantizar laindependencia
judicial, a prevenir e investigar ataques contra personas defensoras y operadoras de justicia;
y a garantizar un proceso electoral transparente. Hoy mas que nunca, este Consejo debe usar
su rol preventivo® antes que la situacion de derechos humanos en Guatemala llegue a un
punto sin retorno.

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We welcome the report on the activities of the Office of the High Commissioner (OHCHR) in
Guatemala, especially in a context of human rights and the rule of law crisis, aggravated by
the weakening and co-optation of public institutions.

In Guatemala, there is a widespread practice of criminalization and harassment of human
rights defenders and independent justice operators, many of whom are currently in exile or
in prison. According to UDEFEGUA, the number of attacks in 2022 rose to more than two
thousand cases, which represents double compared to 2020 and 2021; and four times higher
than in 2019.3 The lack of public policies to protect defenders and the issuance of restrictive
laws such as Decree 4-2020, which regulates NGOs, have fostered a hostile environment for
the defense of human rights.

In addition, there has been an excessive and disproportionate use of force in contexts of
peaceful protests and forced evictions, sometimes under the use of states of emergency,
without observing international standards.

The Council must act collectively and act now to urge Guatemala to guarantee judicial
independence, to prevent and investigate attacks against human rights defenders and
justice operators, and to guarantee a transparent electoral process. Today more than ever,
this Council must use its preventive role* before the human rights situation in Guatemala
reaches a point of no return.
